Program Description:

That’s What Friends Are For events were designed as a key component in USF’s comprehensive alcohol abuse prevention plan.  In an effort to inform the USF community about the norms concerning impaired driving, the REACH peer educators did on the spot health education with the Health Ed “Hoopty” golf cart.  REACH educators used the Hoopty to interact with students by using the beer goggles to “Walk the Line”.  There were also games to make students aware of alcohol policies and issues.

Posters with social norms statistics regarding impaired driving were displayed in 14 locations each day of the week.  Resident Advisors also posted these materials in their hallway. Cups with alcohol information and giveaways were placed in the Residence Life offices for students to pick up after checking out for the semester.
