Program Topic: Spring Break Safety

Program Goals/Objectives:

Promote safe driving habits and seatbelt safety through community education with an emphasis on interactive participation

Target Audience: College freshmen and sophomores

Program Description:

Our BACCHUS Spring Break Safety event was a combined effort from community policing departments, auto mechanics and sales personnel, insurance agents, and health educators initiating an alcohol awareness program on our campus.  Our Drunk & Drugged Driving Prevention program was built around the Safe Wheels concept which is illustrated by using the seven spokes of a wheel to represent the seven topics of safety wheels including:

1. Rules of the Road (Illinois State Police)

2. Safety features (Saturn “Cut-Away Car” display)

3. Routine recommended vehicle maintenance (Mechanics station)

4. Fatal Vision™ goggles and buckle up fire drill (health educator)

5. Emergency Response Vehicle Display (local police)

6. Insurance briefing (State Farm Auto Insurance)

7. Student’s personal testimony of a fatal crash that was alcohol-related.

Additionally, Pepsi Cola donated 24 cases of Mugs Root Beer for all attendees.  We opened the BACCHUS Bar with music, free drinks, and our slogan, “This root Beer is On Us!” 

The event was a huge success for the students, faculty, staff, and the college community with over 150 participants.
